The United Methodist Church in Tolstoy, South Dakota remembers that God’s presence is their 
guidance, strength, and support in all situaƟ ons. Even though the Tolstoy UMC has a small congregaƟ on, 
the members are dedicated to keeping the church and ministry alive and growing as they share Christ 
with others. 

Tolstoy UMC conƟ nues to be a church in ministry and acƟ on. Members of the church acƟ vely 
support the special off erings of the United Methodist Church each year. Some of their local ministries 
include wriƟ ng leƩ ers to college students and providing boxes of cookies and other goodies to shut-
ins in the community. Children and youth have always been a key focus of the church through weekly 
Sunday school and VacaƟ on Bible School. The church also provides full scholarships for any child or 
youth to aƩ end camp each summer. 

Unfortunately, the mission and ministry of Tolstoy UMC is being hindered by their roof. DeterioraƟ ng 
and missing shingles are causing the roof to leak into the Sunday school classrooms. In addiƟ on to 
serving the children each Sunday, these rooms are also used to prepare mission packages and host 
other ministry outreach programs. They plan to replace the old roof with a new steel roof that should 
serve as a permanent fi x to prevent future leaks. In addiƟ on to the roof, Tolstoy UMC plans to replace 
the walkway in front of the church and the carpet on the outside steps to create a more welcoming 
appearance and improved funcƟ onality for those coming to the church. 

The congregaƟ on has been very supporƟ ve of making this project a reality by off ering prayers, 
support, and fi nancial giŌ s. Tolstoy UMC hopes to replace the roof so their ministries of worship, 
children and youth ministry, and ministry outreach can conƟ nue to reach others in their community. 

We are so grateful for your conƟ nued support of the Builders Club and ask that you prayerfully 
consider a giŌ  of $25 or more to support Tolstoy UMC.
