The people of Holmes United Methodist Church near Reynolds, North Dakota feel called to 
reach out in love to all in their community. They are dedicated to transforming lives, creaƟ ng new 
disciples, and helping those who have fallen away rediscover their connecƟ on with Christ. 

Being one of the few gathering spaces in their rural community, Holmes UMC serves as a 
meeƟ ng space for many diff erent groups and events throughout the year. This past Christmas, they 
reached almost 800 people through their 31st annual live naƟ vity pageant. 

In such a rural community, having a pastor who is acƟ ve in the community helps build the 
necessary trust to reach new people and grow current relaƟ onships. Living in the parsonage makes 
it possible to be immersed in the lives and current events of the community. However, the Holmes 
UMC parsonage has seen beƩ er days. Many of the original windows are leaky while others are 
painted shut, making for an ineffi  cient and unsafe environment. The siding on the parsonage has 
also taken a beaƟ ng over the years and needs to be replaced. The church members have already 
come together to do several fundraisers and have been able to replace some of the windows.

The fi nancial burden of repairs to the parsonage takes their minds, talents, and resources away 
from the true ministry of Holmes UMC. Members of the Holmes UMC want to take care of their 
pastor, so their pastor can beƩ er care for the church and the community. “While trials make us 
stronger in our faith, we are ulƟ mately more eff ecƟ ve in reaching out to others if we are in a place 
of some confi dence of our own,” says project coordinator Lisa Ivers.
